NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of DIPOA, pursuant to §2.2(d) of the DIPOA Constitution, that DIPOA convey to the Town of Dauphin Island all of its right, title and interest to that certain property commonly known as West Surf Beach.  The legal description for said property is more particularly described in those certain deeds recorded in Deed Book 601, page 378, Real Property Book 897, page 257 and Real Property Book 2419, page 940 of the records in the Office of the Judge of Probate of Mobile County, Alabama.  The formal legal descriptions of West Surf Beach are not included in this resolution, but are available on the DIPOA web site. [dipoa.com] That conveyance shall expressly reserve ownership of all oil, gas and other minerals in, on or under said property which have not been previously sold to others and any and all royalties in connection therewith and shall be subject to any prior conveyances of such mineral interests and any and all existing leases of such mineral interests.   

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, prior to making such conveyance, that DIPOA formally adopt and record express restrictive covenants applicable to the West Surf Beach property which shall provide as follows:

a. The West Surf Beach property shall forever remain and be maintained as a  recreational area.
b. No construction of any improvements shall ever be allowed on West Surf Beach, other than such structures which are expressly designed to provide for the nourishment or restoration thereof. 

c. No commercial activity of any nature whatsoever shall ever be allowed at any time on West Surf Beach. 

d. No motorized vehicles of any nature whatsoever shall ever be used on West Surf Beach, other than emergency vehicles or such vehicles or equipment which may be used in connection with the maintenance, restoration and/or nourishment thereof.    

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any conveyance of the West Surf Beach property by DIPOA shall expressly provide that such property shall be kept and maintained as a recreational area forever and that it shall never be rented, leased, encumbered, conveyed, transferred possession of or otherwise disposed of by the Town of Dauphin Island, its successors and assigns, to any third party, other than DIPOA, and, in the event that it is or there is any such attempt to do so, title to the said West Surf Beach property shall automatically revert to DIPOA.
