(a)(2)  Any permanent resident of Dauphin Island upon approval of the majority of the Board of Directors and upon the payment of the dues of an associate member as provided herein and the payment of initiation fees.

(a)(3)  Any multiple owner of record of a residential lot designated in accordance with Section 3.2 herein, as amended, upon the payment of the requisite fees and dues for an associate member

(a)(4)  Any person approved by a majority of the whole Board of Directors of the Association, upon payment of the requisite fees and dues for an associate member.

(b) An associate member shall have all the privileges of membership with the exception of the right to vote and to hold office in the Association.

Section 3.4  Right to Membership.   Any person claiming to be a member of the Association shall establish his right to membership to the satisfaction of the Secretary of the Association.

Section 3.5  Denial of Privileges of Membership.  Any member, active or associate, may be denied the privileges of the Association by action of a majority of the Board of Directors for misconduct or for improper use of the Association's facilities. Section 4.4(a)  To call special meetings of the members whenever it deems necessary and it shall call a meeting at anytime upon written request of members who have a right to vote at least 200 votes, as provided in SECTION  3.2 herein;  [The only change is to section number in last line.]

Section 4.5 Duties of Directors.  It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors:

Section 4.5(a)  To cause to be kept a complete record of all of their minutes and acts and of the proceedings of the members and to present a full statement at the annual meeting of the members showing in detail the assets and liabilities of the Association and generally the condition of its affairs.  A similar statement shall be presented at any other meeting of the members when required by members who have the right to vote at least one third (3) of all the  votes of the entire membership TWO HUNDRED (200) VOTES. Section 4.6(e) ALL MEETINGS OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS SHALL BE OPEN TO THE MEMBERSHIP.  EXECUTIVE SESSIONS MAY BE REQUIRED FROM TIME TO TIME PROVIDED THAT ANY ACTION RECOMMENDED SHALL BE ANNOUNCED AND CONFIRMED BY THE BOARD TO THE MEMBERSHIP AT THE NEXT REGULAR BOARD MEETING.  Every act or decision done or made by a majority of the Directors present at a meeting duly held at which a quorum is duly present shall be regarded as the act of the Board of Directors.  In the absence of a quorum the majority of the Directors present may adjourn from time to time until the time fixed for the next regular meeting of the Board. Section 5.2(b)(2)  Sign as President with the Secretary or Treasurer all deeds, contracts or other instruments in writing which have been first approved by the Board of Directors; AND THE MEMBERSHIP IF SO REQUIRED  [Reinstates 1998 amendment]

Section 5.4  Secretary and Assistant Secretary

Section 5.4(a)(6) To sign with the President all deeds, contracts and other instruments in writing which are first approved by the Board of Directors, AND THE MEMBERSHIP IF SO REQUIRED  [Reinstates 1998 amendment]

Section 6.5  Definitions

Section 6.5(b)  The words "residential lot", wherever used in this Constitution shall be deemed to mean a residential lot OR CONDOMINUM UNIT as platted in the residential areas of the Dauphin Island subdivision and which is defined in any declaration of conditions, covenants, restrictions, easements, reservations or charges affecting the portion of said property in which the residential lot is located.
