A) Operations Committee  
 

1) Golf Course
In the absence of Jim Druhan,  Jeff Collier  reported that the recent Exon Mobil 
Beach cleanup netted much trash. 18 holes of the course should be ready for play

October 17 ( for locals only Oct 10 ) and he went on to emphasize the tremendous effort 

of cleanup and restoration that has been accomplished on the golf course since hurricane Katrina. He has given interviews to Mobile Register as well as local TV and radio about the reopening of the course.

One of the remaining problems is the removal of the approximately 400 dead, pine beetle infested trees on thecourse.  Motion was made, seconded, and approved to allow Mr. Collier and Jim Druhan to negotiate the costs of this necessary tree removal. Questions were raised about tree re-planting and further info on this will be presented in the future.

it was never the intention of this committee  to proceed with improvements that would be objectionable to any neighborhood, so the suggestion for funding was delayed to allow time for a  the committee  to hear concerns  from affected neighbors . From the floor it was suggested that the full text of the previously presented Recreation Committee Report be posted on the web site. The funding request will be decided at the next meeting. 

G) West End Beach Committee
